Daily Words of Life

Day 1 - The Holy Spirit is at work in you. He wants to
change you, to give you a better life, to make you
holier. You can rely on him and his work in your life.
Jesus did not leave you on your own to work things
out. God's word promises:

It is God, for his own loving purpose, who
puts both the will and the action into you.
(Phil 2:13, JB)

Day 2 - Never let this truth dim in your mind: there is
nothing as worthwhile as knowing Christ and
belonging to him. Your greatest treasure is the life
you have in Christ. Give up everything to keep that
life and grow in it. God’s word says:

| believe nothing can happen that will
oufweigh the supreme advantage of
knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For him | have
accepted the loss of everything, and | look
on everything as so much rubbish if only |
can have Christ and be given a place in
him. (Phil 3:8-9, JB)

Day 3 - Sometimes you will run into trials. Friends will
misunderstand you, your family may try to make
you give up, you will experience doubts, fears,
confusion. But all these things can be means of
growth and change for the beftter if you go
through them in faith. God’s word promises:

My brothers, you will always have your ftrials,
but when they come fry to treat them as a
happy privilege; you understand that your
faith is only put to the fest fo make you
patient, but patience too is to have its
practical results so that you will become
fully-developed, complete, with nothing
missing. (Jas 1:2-4, JB)



Day 4 - God is with you. Never forget that. He
loves you and is with you and will never desert
you. No matter what trial you have to face, the
LORD WHO LOVES YOU IS WITH YOU. God's word
promises:

The trials that you have had to bear are
no more than people normally have. You
can trust God not to let you be ftried
beyond your strength, and with any trial
he will give you a way out of it and the
strength to bearit. (1 Cor 10:13, JB)

Day 5 - If you are faithful fo God and love him,
everything will work out fo your good. There is
nothing that will happen to you that will not be a
source of deeper and better life to you. The Lord
brings good out of evil. His word promises:

We know that by turning everything to
their good God co-operates with all those
who love him, with all those he has called
according fo his purpose. (Rom 8:28, JB)

Day 6 - You cannot be fully united to Christ
without being united to the body of Christ. If you
love Christ, love his body, love those who belong
to him. If you want to belong to Christ, join
yourself to his body, stay close to other Christians.
God's word says:

Just as each of our bodies that has several
parts and each part has a separate
function, so all of us, in union with Christ,
form one body, and as parfs of it we
belong to each other. (Rom 12:4-5, JB)

Day 7 - Jesus will work in your life through the
Church and through other Christians. He wants
you to take a care for the life of the Christian
community and for helping other Christians. Be
faithful to the meetings of the Christians who have
helped you find new life in the Spirit. God’s word
says:

Let us be concerned for each other, fo stir
a response in love and good works. Do
not stray away from the meetings of the
community, as some do, but encourage
each other to go. (Heb 10:24-25, JB)
